INTRODUCTION

These supplementary instructions cover the instaliation
of the URELITE enclosure as used with the type K-225
through K-2000 circuit breakers, K-DON® fused circuit
breakers, and KF field-discharge circuit breakers. The
general purpose URELITE is illustrated. Also available
are dustproof and weatherproof models.

All instructions pertaining to installation, operation
and maintenance of basic K-Line® circuit breakers ailso
apply when these circuit breakers are installed in the
URELITE enclosure.

INSTALLATION

The following steps are necessary for the installation
of the URELITE enclosure and circuit breaker.

1. Install the pullbox.

2. Pul! the primary cables into place. Make sure all
terminal connections are tight.

3. Pull the control wiring into place. Make the con-
nections to the female disconnect plug as showa on the
wiring diagram furnished for your particular installation,
Also see Fig. 2.

4. 1insert the circuit brecker as described in the basic
instructions; however, the URELITE enclosure coes not
include the pull-out type tracks, positioning pins and
cut-out track sections as described in the basic
instructions.

5. Connect the control wiring to the circuit breaker
by inserting the control disconnect plug from the circuit
breaker into the control disconnect plug mounted inside
the pullbox.
